After completing a graduate
program in education management at Tuskegee University, she served in the U.S. Army Nurse Corps for
eight years, entering as a captain and exiting as a major. After a seven-year childbearing hiatus, she
reentered the workforce and completed a graduate degree in nursing science with a nurse educator
certificate and Ed.D. in health professions at the College of Saint Mary in Omaha, Nebraska, followed by
the completion of a nursing education post-doctorate from Teachers College of Columbia University in
2018. She is credentialed by the Society of Simulation in Healthcare (SSH) as a Certified Healthcare
Simulation Educator (CHSE) and as a Harvard-educated Simulation Course Instructor. Dianne is also a
Senior Fellow of the Higher Education Academy and received the inaugural UVU Black Academic
